Please use the list below as a checklist of what to leave with each family. 
1 Tree & Stand
2 Boxes of Lights
2 Packs of Ornaments

The order of events is also listed below. Please use that as a guide. 
Arrive and identify that you are at the correct house. If there is no number, you may 
need to knock on the door and ask.
See where they want the tree and cut the tree to the appropriate size. 
Prune the bottom limbs of the tree so that presents will fit under it.
As if they want to decorate the tree or have your team decorate it for them.
Make sure they add water and inform them to keep it full daily.
Give out plenty of hugs, smiles, and handshakes. 
If the presents haven’t arrived yet, tell them they will be coming later.
